Explain a function and advantage of the following in relation to metal arc welding

Multi runs

This is when multiple layers of weld are layered over each other over the weld joint.  This adds to the penetration of the weld and strengthens the finished job.
Shielded arc

This is the gas shield that surrounds the weld area during the welding process.  It is generated through the melting of the electrode coating (MMA) or the burning of the inert gas (MAGS, TAGS).  Its function is to protect the weld area and the weld from atmospheric contamination (oxidisation).  This adds to the quality of the completed weld.
Edge preparation

Why is it more difficult to weld aluminium than mild steel?

A DC current is required to weld aluminium.  Aluminium self protects itself with an oxide layer.  This layer must be penetrated before successful welding can occur.
